SUMMARY OF RESPONSIBILITIES:

Perform routine tasks, necessary tests, and apply judgment based upon training and
defined operations and maintenance practices related to the processing of
wastewater at treatment facilities and/or pump stations; does related work as
required. Work is performed under the general supervision of the Plant Supervisor
and/or Senior Operator of the Wastewater Department.

ESSENTIAL JOB FUNCTIONS:

1.

Under supervision, operate domestic wastewater treatment systems including
chemical, physical, and microbiological processes.

May be assigned to operate any wastewater facility at Augusta Water.

Conduct regular walking inspections of facility; observe process control
parameters via SCADA, various instrumentation screens, and results of laboratory
analyses; and participate in discussions for flow change and treatment system
adjustments.

Respond to all alarms, failures, and process needs occurring at any facility.

Read meters and gauges, enter data in operational logs and computer
spreadsheets, and complete other permanent and temporary records and
reports.

Perform calibration on PH and dissolved oxygen meters in accordance with DEQ
standards.

Observe operations of chemical feed systems, and replenish as needed, monitor
and measure feed rates on a regular and timely basis, under supervision, adjust
feed rates to meet treatment needs and operating permit goals and
requirements.
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Collect samples and perform analyses on wastewater and sludge samples as
scheduled and as needed. Collect and submit to central laboratory all required
samples, interpret test results and consult supervisor before making
corresponding treatment process changes where necessary. Conduct special
tests as required by supervisor.

Fill out required daily operational reports.

Check pump stations, operate dewatering equipment, and clean bar screens.
Operate industrial equipment to haul screenings, biosolids, chemicals, and other
materials.

Understand plant valving and piping systems. Under direction of the Plant
Supervisor, make changes to flow patterns as needed.

Perform preventive and minor maintenance on equipment and assist
maintenance personnel as needed.

Respond to and diagnose maintenance problems with appropriate action and be
aware of process alternatives. Communicate directly with maintenance personnel
in the absence of the Plant Supervisor.

Perform general maintenance and upkeep of buildings and grounds; may
include mowing and snow removal.

Clean assigned vehicles.

Participate in operational discussions to further knowledge and understanding of
the plants and process. Communicate with supervision and licensed operators
on observations of the plants, processes, sample test results, and other
observations.

Perform required safety checks as needed.

Assist with training new hires/trainees.

Perform duties and tasks in an environmentally friendly manner.

Perform duties in accordance with all local, state and federal laws, rules and
guidelines.

Maintain effective working relationship with co-workers.

Remain aware of and adhere to personnel and safety policies and practices.
Perform other duties as assigned.

QUALIFICATIONS / BASIC JOB REQUIREMENTS:

Any combination of education and experience equivalent to graduation from high
school or vocational school. Must possess a valid Virginia Driver's License. Must
possess a valid Class B Virginia Commercial Driver License with air brakes and the N
endorsement or be able to acquire the same within 6 months of hire. Virginia
Wastewater Operator Class 4 is required. Must be available to work days, nights,
weekends, holidays, on-call, and any combination.

Write routine reports and
correspondence legibly. Speak effectively to members of the organization and
conduct yourself in a professional manner.

Ability to add, subtract, multiply, and divide in all units of measure, using
whole numbers, common fractions, and decimals. Ability to compute rate,
ratio, and to draw and interpret line graphs. Ability to calculate percentages,
area, circumference, and volume. Ability to apply concepts of basic algebra
and geometry.

Ability to solve practical problems and troubleshoot systems. Ability to
interpret a variety of instructions furnished in written, oral, diagram, or
schedule form.

Ability to operate small office equipment and computers for data entry.
Experience with Microsoft Office is preferred.

Ability to operate small/light equipment, such as power tools; medium
equipment and machinery, such as vehicles or commercial mowers; heavy or
complex machinery, such as centrifuge and dump trucks.
